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Basement Window Project
Restoration work is under way on our basement windows at Historic Langhorne Association. On
initial survey, 12 panes of glass were cracked or missing and needed to be replaced. Every window
pane in the basement also needed to be reglazed. Our thanks to Judy Sloan for donating some of the
necessary glass pieces.

We began by removing the broken panes, cleaning out the ledge of old glazing and then installing new
glass with glazing points. A new bead of glazing was installed on the replacement glass and now we
are reglazing the remaining windows. Each window is being sanded, primed and painted on the
inside at this time. Once this is complete, the exterior will be sanded and painted as well.

One window unit will need to be replaced due to excessive rot. This will be replaced with a period
correct wood window. A few others will need some minor wood repair on the exterior prior to painting.

This is just one of the many projects needed to maintain our historic building. Particular thanks go
to Jim Maier for all his efforts on this project.
