October 8,1960, T he L evi t t“lcamghorné Group RBrotests Road Plan” A group of Lower Bucks
residents yesterday voiced opposition to the state’s plan to convert Route 1 and its spur, the new
superhighway, into a limited access throughway. Robert Rowland, State Highway Department Engineer, was
assured by Langhorne Pharmacist Paul Irwin that a hearing would be requested.

February 18,1970, T h e L e v i t tOffisvals of Middie®wen:Township, Langhorne, Hulmeville,
Langhorne Manor and Penndel will talk tonight. It will be the first time in history all five municipalities have
sat down together to discuss common problems and possible merger.

December 30,1973,De | awar e V a [“Fud pinchnthy hike holizlay calls” Bell Telephone
Company switchboard operators in Bucks County are expecting Christmas Day calls to top last year. The fuel
shortage will probably limit travel, but increase telephone traffic ... The phone company has three
switchboard locations in Bucks County: Doylestown, Levittown and Langhorne. In Langhorne, the
switchboard will have 30 operators who expect to handle 3,600 calls compared to 2,400 calls last Christmas
Day.
